Summary
In 2011, public engagement, land acquisition, and data collection began. Key stakeholders 
include: Livable Buckhead, City of Atlanta, GDOT, Marta, and the PATH Foundation. Trail 
funding sources have included a local sales tax (TSPLOST), state funding and federal grants. 
The trail will soon extend north into Sandy Springs, connect to the Atlanta Beltline to the 
south and the Peachtree Creek Greenway to the southwest.

US 36 Bikeway was part of a larger CDOT project to create bus 
rapid transit (BRT) service and tolled express lanes along the busy 
US 36 corridor. These investments were part of FasTracks, a 
multibillion-dollar public transportation expansion throughout 
metropolitan Denver. Additional funding sources included CDOT, 
FHWA, and Regional Transportation District (RTD). US 36 Bikeway 
is well used (an estimated 500 daily users) for commuting to 
work, accessing activity centers, local businesses, transit stations, 
and to the greater bike network in Denver metro region.

• Construction timeline: 2015-2016 
• Right of way: 100% in CDOT ROW

oncoming cars and pedestrians, and that makes me much more likely to use it. "Marketability" and recognizability would be better (it would be more
recognizable)-- this may seem unimportant, but look at RTP trails as an example: relatively few people know about and use this extensive network of nice

trails. Hopefully the perceived accessibility (people's own belief that they can use this path) would be improved due to visibility. This plan would be faster to
implement and less expensive. If folks want a scenic bike ride, hopefully they can take advantage of local trails, the American Tobacco Trail, or the Neuse River
Trail instead. However, the success of this plan would be contingent on connections to local destinations: employers, libraries, parks, homes, shopping centers,

transit centers, etc. I think 2 changes should be made: (1) the eastern end must connect to the future bridge that will cross Wade Avenue along Blue Ridge
Road; this also would avoid the MASSIVE hill on Edwards Mill. (2) It would be wonderful if the western end extended along Highway 54 to Chapel Hill.

Amazing work you all are doing - keep it up - we're totally behind 
you.

• I hope this happens!
• I like this idea in general, and I think it is important to connect more of the larger triangle metro area with bike-pedestrian specific 

infrastructure. But I wish there was more emphasis on building more non-car transportation infrastructure *within* Durham, Chapel Hill, and 
Raleigh. That’s where there could be a larger impact, in my opinion, on the reduction of car trips. I think the priority should be to make it as 
easy as possible for novice riders and kids to ride around these towns, for instance. The only way to reduce the amount of cars and pollution 
is to build up safe biking infrastructure that most people would be comfortable using. So yes, this project looks great, and I hope it leads to 
further transformation of Triangle streets, away from cars and towards people.

• This would be a huge boon to the Triangle community! After moving here from Minneapolis (a city with many miles of dedicated 
walking/biking trails) I've often lamented our lack of trails that are off of roads. I'm an avid biker and would look forward to using this trail, 
both for exercise and for travel. 

• In Kitts Creek we are so far from a greenway I would love this solution to have a safe place to walk and ride 
• I would love to see this built. I use tobacco trail 2x week and this path would be closer to my house. 
• I’d love to be able to connect throughout Chapel Hill, not just the center and eastern area. It would be ideal if it carried through the northern 

section near Hillsborough
• This project is great but part of the problem is there are extremely limited safe bike arteries to get to it. There really needs to be for example 

a good bike route between Durham and chapel hill that doesn’t involve risking life and limb due to cars
• Am very excited for this project and would love to be able to access more areas by biking and walking! Hopefully this will help reduce traffic 

and be better for the environment and community!

• "Last mile" connections to the trail from local bike paths in Chapel Hill (e.g., Bolin Creek trail, future MLK Blvd. bike lanes) would be critical preconditions 
for me.

• Will CAMPO/DCHCMPO work with the municipalities along this bikeway to ensure that there are safe and convenient ways for pedestrians and bicyclists 
can access the trail without having to drive there?

• Creating alternatives is a great idea and I really like this project.  I don't think you can defend / sell this as a viable alternative to motor vehicle travel for 
commuting for enough people to make a difference in motor vehicle traffic.  That hasn't been true anywhere and isn't likely to be true here.  Go in 
another direction.  Public health might be your best hook.  I'm not sure.  This is really important, so please think hard about how you're going to sell this.

• this strikes me as primarily useful as a commuting path being so close the the highways at almost all lengths and junctions - not necessarily conducive to 
relaxing/tranquil use. could be very useful if created well for high volume commuting in order to have that resource to start the chain reaction of use.

• The survey questions give the impression that the project team has a narrow focus on commuters and students. In the future, it would be more inclusive 
to not list a person's reasons for using it. The Bikeway provides an alternative, safe mode of transportation for a wide variety of travel needs: commuting, 
day trips, tourism, shopping to name a few. I recommend removing "work/school" from the survey questions. I am retired, does that mean my limited 
needs for it reduce its value. I don't think so. It's more than a Bikeway, it's a means to improve the area's quality of life.

• I skipped the mapping questions regarding walking the trail because I would most likely be connecting to the trail with my bicycle.
Because I live in West Durham, connection with the trail would have to begin with southbound public transit (bicycle carried on bus nose saddle).
Regarding tree buffer zones between the trail and congested highway around RTP: I fully appreciate the fresher, cooler, quieter atmosphere that a tree 
buffer zone would provide trail users. I have to wonder, however, if there is some benefit to having the trail somewhat visible to car traffic. As traffic 
congestion grows around RTP, bikeway visibility will give drivers stuck in traffic ample opportunity to notice the flow of Triangle residents biking, e-biking, 
and scootering past.

• Lighting, pavement line markings and lighting must be essential features along with rest areas for water.
• Consider easy bike path to access/leave on 55 merging on 40
• I’d love if walking and biking areas could be somewhat separate. Having someone tell “LEFT” when they’re nearly on top of you can be jarring. 
• Please don't make any of the bikeway to be roads. That totally defeats the purpose of a bikeway, and I find it frustrating when local greenways 

deviate from the greenway to on-road access and then count it as a trail.

• Hope businesses will add secure bike parking and bike lockers.  It's difficult when carrying stuff for work, to be able to bike somewhere and leave 
your things on the bike.

• Raleigh likes to pride itself on “having a lot of cycling infrastructure” but that’s meaningless when it doesn’t connect to each other or to any 
meaningful destinations. 

• Will it be safe for walkers/runners and bikers together?
• It would be a huge deterrent to accessibility if we have to cross Hopson Rd to get to the trail. Hopson Rd is very, very dangerous.  A walkway or 

tunnel or some other venue is needed.
• Will you be placing the path in an area that is wooded or planting trees to shield us from the noise/ugliness off the highway?
• Build it wide with marked lanes so commuting and training cyclists are not conflicted with dog walkers etc
• Safe bikeways are the number 1 metric to increasing cycling in any city. I believe there will be an economic boom in the Raleigh Durham area and 

traffic will be a part of the future. As a hip, modern, and environmentally conscious metropolitan area, residents well look for a way to get out of 
cars and onto alternative modes of transportation as well as for sport. Look at the economic growth of the Atlanta beltline and you can see the 
biggest problem was not making the beltline wide enough to support the overwhelming traffic that exceeded all expectations and projections.
